Robbery

7800 Holcomb Bridge 30350 1/20

The employee of the Shell Station and convenient store reported that just before 10
p.m. a black male entered the store and pulled a gun and ordered the employee to
put money in a green back pack he placed on the counter. The suspect fled on foot
west on Holcomb Bridge. The report noted that during the robbery, a man walked in
the door, saw what was happening, and said “Hell no” and then left the store. He
was not there when the police arrived—which brings up a good point. If you believe
in Murphy’s Law and the fact this is a small world, which you should, here is a good
piece of advice about convenient stores. At night, especially late, make it a habit that
before you go in the doors, find out where the clerk is. Many times during a robbery,
they’'ll put the clerk in the back room or the cooler. The last thing you want to do is
walk in on a robbery in progress like the guy did here. Just take a couple of seconds
and do a quick look-see.
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230 Mt. Vernon Hwy 30328 1/21

At approximately 8 p.m. a black male pulled a gun on the employee and ordered the
man to give him money from the cash register. The suspect got a small amount of
money and then ran around the side of the building and got into a truck driven by a
white male. The black male suspect is late 20’s to early 30’s, slim, about 120 |bs,
wearing a dark hoodie and jeans. The other suspect is described only as a white
male and the truck is small and green in color.

Burglary

1000 block of Brentwood Way 30350 1/20

This was a burglary attempt call. The victim was gone from the residence for three
days. Someone attempted to burglarize the apartment during that time. A door was
found open but nothing was missing from the apartment.
